A strong belief in the learning
capacity of young Indigenous
Australians led Dr Chris Sarra
to look at ways to empower
educators to lead more effectively.

As Principal of Cherbourg State
School, and now as Director of the
Indigenous Education Research
Institute in Queenslond, Chris has
established a number of successful
programs that challenge attitudes,
beliefs ond teaching practices. These
new approaches have been widely
welcomed, resulting in some
very significont improvements
in education outcomes for
Indigenous children.

Chris’ programs have provided
positive results, firstly from in-school
programs at the Cherbourg State
School, then the Stronger, Smarter
Leadership Programs he established
with the goal of improved and
effective principal, teacher and
community leadership.

In 2006 a speaking series
based on the Stronger, Smarter
Leadership Program was launched.
This Program shared with educcitors
nationally how they can play a
part in transforming the lives of
Indigenous children. The Program
used the many changes at
Cherbourg State School as an
example of ways to improve
attendcmce, literacy omd numeracy.

"The Stronger, Smarter Program
wass about building better leaders
who want to make changes. It's
been redlly exciting to watch chcnge
start to happen. People need to
be inspired — it can be a lonely
experience trying to create better
outcomes in isolation. This Program
gives participants the support,
knowledge and capacity to
achieve,” Chris said.

The success of the speaking series
showed that more thom one leader is
needed to help to make significant
change in Indigenous education.
A broader range of leaders, such
as parents, teachers’ aids and
community elders, are ideally
required. With this knowledge,

the Stronger, Smoarter Realities Project
was born. Recognising the value of

the project, the Telstra Foundation,

along with the Sidney Myer Fund,

provided invaluable funding.

T can't describe how grateful I cm
for the Telstra Foundation's vision omd
belief in Aboriginal children. It shows
how thoughtful they cre in funding
this project. They recognised
something worthwhile and
went for it.”

“Stronger, Smarter Realities is

a three-year project that engages
school leaders and key supporters
from schools with high Indigenous
student numbers in targeted courses
to learn how to create change that
will lead to improved outcomes for
Indigenous children. Up to 240 schools
will participate in the project.”

"Our courses are geared to
principals, teachers and community
leaders and offer them specific
support material, as well as helping
to establish networks of contacts
to assist them over time.”

“The Principal of one school,
recognised for student achievements
in sport, attended the Program with
a goal of engaging students in more
diverse ways. They do that now,”
Chris said.

"Another participant said he had
felt like a ‘dinoscrur’ in his approach,
but was determined to go back cmd
re-think. It is a powerful thing to be
a part of this type of change.”

"As a result of our work, kids are
increasingly proud to be Aborigines.
They are willing to attend school more
regularly and have better results.”

Over three years of the Program
Chris expects a dramatic shift in
Indigenous education.

“Ultimately, a lot of Aboriginal
children will have the Telstra
Founddation to thank,” he scid.

Kids’ Classics online
music program and
radio course

With popular music dominating
the musical interests of many
children, 4MBS’s Kids’ Classics
is offering a fresh new approach
to the art form.

Developed by Gary Thorpe,
General Manager at the Music
Broadcasting Society of Queenslond’s
community radio station 4MBS
ClassicFM, the Kids’ Classics online
music program and radio course
encourcages underachieving, gifted
and talented children to expand
their musical tastes. It invites them
to engage in music in a new way
ond enhance their taste in music.

"Our goal was to crecte a program
that would engage children in
different types of music and open
their eyes to a broader type of
‘culture’,” Gary said.

*With Kids’ Classics we aim
to open doors to exploring not just
classical music but also a renge of
other art forms.”

Since its inception, the Kids’
Classics radio course has grown from
a popular option for 12 to 16 yecr-olds
in the radio station’s Summer School,
to four programs a year tailored to
children aged from five years.

Kids' Classics incorporates courses
and workshops in the history of
development of radio and classical
music, how to script a radio program,
voice production techniques and
production studio sessions.

In the lasst yecr, with support from
the Telstra Foundation, Kids' Classics
has grown markedly, developing
a new online component to reach
children in remote and rural
communities. Through the website,
which will be launched in August
2007, cn interactive web-based Kids'
Classics course is now offered
to underachieving gifted and
talented children in country
areas who are interested in
classical music.

Mirroring the original course,

the program provides children
the opportunity to interact within
a special environment rich in
intellectual resources, and with
opportunities to express themselves
through their interest in music. The
innovative project offers a way
of overcoming the isolation and
accessibility issues faced by
children in rural ond regional areas.

Once the website is fully
operational, Kids' Classics will
expand to six courses ecch year.

Gary is delighted with the results.
“We would probably not have had
the impetus to take the next steps in
growing Kids' Classics had it not been
for the $14,000 provided by the
Telstra Foundation.”

"This recognition has been
welcomed and provided us with
a valuable confidence boost.”

“"We are pleased to now be at
a point where we can look to refine
the online component, and look to
expand further through associations
with other community programs cnd
organisations such as the Brisbane
City Council,” Gary said.

Croc Festival
— Aurukun Experience

Celebrating youth and youth
culture, Croc Festival is a positive
community experience designed
to inspire young Australians in
remote areas to ‘have a go’ and
improve their education, health
and career prospects. It is a
celebration of hope and potential,
and is proof of the power of
encouragement.

Croc Festival is a national progrom
that aims to motivate and inspire
young students to attend school
regularly, work toward a goal, and
live healthy, proactive lives without
tobacco, alcohol and other drugs.
By the end of 2007 it expects to have
reached 100,000 students.

In its tenth year, Croc Festival
sought additional funding to support
three new initiatives targeted to
improving educational outcomes in
the Aurukun community, a remote
Indigenous community located necr
the western coast of the Cape York
Peninsula in far north Queensland.

These initiatives included a
program to encourage students
to attend school each and every
day by offering an incentive
of attending, and performing
at, the Thursday Island Croc
Festival. This was supplemented
by a seven-week course in new
media and production skills that
could then be used as part of a
performance at the Croc Festival.

The third arm of the project was
to document the process, videoing
the students’ involvement, the
successful students’ trip to the Croc
Festival and their experiences as
part of this event. The documentary
is planned for television release.

According to Peter Sjoquist,
Croc Festival Executive Producer,
the Telstra Foundation recily listened.
"They came with us, with our vision.
They saw the potential of our project
and were willing to support us in our
plans,” Peter scid.



"The Foundation team were able
to see the benefits of using arts and
sports to build self esteem among
children and backed this up with
their financial support of $325,000.”
The feedback received proves the
positive impact of the project.

Head of Campus at the Aurukun
Primary School, Richard Barrie said,
"The chance to participate in an
event of this type provides...many
benefits such as increasing literacy,
socialisation, travel out of the home
community... imagination cnd as cn
end result, hopefully increase their
enjoyment of school and encourage
them to attend more regularly.”

“This will continue to be a
highlight...to be very proud of
throughout their lives,” Richord said.

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Numeracy ‘to go’:
Improving numeracy with
mobile phones as electronic
learning objects

Investigating edutainment for
‘digital natives’ was the focus of the
creative research project by Renato
Schibeci, associate professor in
science education at Murdoch
University in Western Australia.

The resecarch aimed to explore
the use of mobile phone technology
in numeracy education for gifted
and talented Indigenous children.

In formulating the research,
Renato acknowledged the
prevalence of mobile phones
in contemporary life, the level
of familiarity children have with
technology, as ‘digital natives’,
and children'’s high level of
interest in electronic games.

This resecrch project is particulorly
innovative as it uses technology
that students are familiar with to
complement traditional school
learning and teaching methods.

"Traditional school learning is
characterised by memorising, where
a teacher dominates and students'
activity is largely limited to cmswering
questions. Mobile phone technology
is a new approcach, engaging
students, using the methods they
most enjoy, while still within
traditional school settings.”

While a lot of research has been
done into how effective computer
games are, there has been little
research into how etfective mobile
phone technology is in the education
of primary school children.

"Electronic gomes producers know
how to get children’s attention
and how to keep them involved.
Educators can learn a lot about
this process of engaging and
educating children, while keeping
them entertained,” Renato said.
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Renato’s project explored the use

of interactive edutainment products
— entertaining educational
interactive computer-based software
products — as a way of stimulating
interest and improving numeracy
knowledge and skills. The project
involved a review of children'’s
attitudes to technology and
mathematics, adaptation of two
numeracy games relevant to the
WA mathematics curriculum ond
development of the numeracy
enrichment progrom that was piloted
using mobile phones as hond-held
computers. The phones were
provided to groups of gifted and
talented primary school students in
one school and Indigenous primaory
school students in a second school,
with their responses evaluated
over ten weeks.

"The results were very positive.
The students took to the phones like
ducks to water and provided some
very useful feedback, not just about
the games provided, but also about
how mobile phones may be used as
educational tools in other areas as
well,” Renato scid.

The $40,000 provided by the
Telstra Foundation allowed Renato
to employ a research assistant,
purchase and adapt software, and
purchase the mobile phones used
in testing. It is only with this support
that the project was able to happen.

"The study allows us to state, with
a high degree of confidence, that
the mobile phone platform has
a significant potential to engage
students, ond to identify some of the
factors that engage students.”

"Our next step is to persuade
schools to use mobile phones in
a regular environment during the
school day. We're also currently
looking at working with other
orgamnisations to trial the platform
further,” Renato said.

Evaluation of a novel
health screening service
for children in a remote
Indigenous community

Assessing the feasibility of an
online health screening service for
Indigenous communities was the
goal of an innovative, three-year
research project proposed by the
University of Queensland’s Centre
for Online Health, at the Royal
Children’s Hospital in Queensland.

The research project follows
earlier success using telehealth
to assess ill children in remote
and rural communities. This new
approach enables local health
workers to collect information
such as a clinical history, test
results and digital images (of the
ears, nose ond throat cnd the eyes)
on the majority of children in one
selected Indigenous community.
This information would then
be stored and made available
to selected medical specialists
through a secure online database
at the Centre for Online Health
in Brisbane.

With a comprehensive history
and high quality images, specialists
are able to assess and monitor
new cases and recommend best
clinical management. This will
lead to improved care, cost
efficiencies and better results for
children at risk of chronic diseases
which impact on hearing ond vision.

Research has shown that up

to 90 per cent of children in some
communities have evidence of ear
disease and many are at risk of
chronic health conditions which comn
cause vision impairment. ndigenous
children generally have up to six ear
infections in the first 12 months of life.

"With ear health a real concern
in Indigenous communities, quarterly
visits by an Ear, Nose and Throat
surgeon were overwhelmingly
welcomed. In one trip a specialist
saw 200 patients over two days —
many of whom could have been
effectively pre-screened and
diagnosed earlier if a routine
(online) health screening service
was available,” said Karenlee
Spillane, CEO of the Royal
Children’s Hospital Foundation.

"We came to the Telstra Foundation
for assistcmce — to provide evidence
that this is an effective approach
for treating Indigenous children.
The Foundation responded by
providing generous funding of
$169,000 over three years toward
the specialist medical equipment
required to fit out the mobile unit
used for screenings. The funding
is also providing valuable support
for the following two years of the
research project.”

The project has teamed up with
another clinical program, Deadly
Ears, operated by Queensland
Hedalth for Indigenous communities.
The programs are now working
collaborctively for the benefit of
Indigenous communities in regional
and remote Queensloand.

"An importomt part of the research
project will involve the development
of a secure online database which
will contain multi-media cnd be used
as a management tool for diagnosis,
coordinction of treatment and
post-operative review.”

“To better target our progrcm, we
are also training local Indigenous
health workers who will conduct
the routine screenings and be
responsible for uploading information
to the database. These teams will
travel with the health screening
vehicle and work closely with the
local communities.”

“We are very excited about this
project,” Karenlee said.

"It's wonderful to be able to make
a difference in the lives of these kids.
And while it's an ambitious project,
if it proves successful, the program
could easily be rolled out to other
Indigenous communities.”

"In the long term we hope it will
become an ongoing health initiative
that will benefit mony children in
outlying communities,” she said.

In the period from its inception to
July 2007, the Kids Fund has given
close to $3.9 million in support of
more than 3,450 local community
organisations. $926,894 of which
was distributed to 786 recipients
during the past financial year.

“The idea is to support local projects
that enable the active participation
of kids, whether providing essentials
like air-conditioning units cnd shade
cloths for schools and childcare
centres, sports equipment for loccal
clubs, costumes and props for a
play or concert, or playground
equipment for a community
centre or kindergarten.”

Telstra’s Kids Fund is pleased to
have been able to support a raft
of programs to better improve the
health and wellbeing of children
and young people.

and safety equipment. Funds also

Over the past year we have
undertaken a range of initiatives
that help us address our corporate
responsibilities, from the way
we conduct our business through
to the partnerships that we have
established with different sectors of
the community. A small snapshot
of these is provided below.

Telstra is now a member of
the London Benchmarking Group
(LBG) — a global framework
for assessing the value of a
corporation’s contribution to the
community. In Telstra’s first year
of participating in the LBG process
we have included only the major
corporctte initiatives. It was found
that Telstra’s community activities
provided more than $18.8 million
benefit to the community through
these initiatives during 2006 /07.

In addition to the Telstra
Foundation, Telstra’s community
involvement includes areas

like community business
partnerships, disaster relief
packages, volunteering,
fundraising activities, and the
Telstra Assistance Fund, which
assists grass roots sporting clubs.

We continue to pursue resource
efficiency opportunities across
our business, supply chain cnd
customer base. In 2007, we
commissioned a report, Towards
a High-Bandwidth, Low-Carbon
Future: Telecommunications-
based Opportunities to Reduce
Greenhouse Gas Emissions,
which outlined the opportunities
for Telstra and other orgcmisations
to dramdatically reduce energy
consumption using the scale ond
the scope of Telstra’s Next
Generation networks.

Telstra continued to improve its
resource efficiency during 2006,/07.
Our involvement in the Greenfleet
program resulted in 180,567 trees
being plonted to offset 48,391 tonnes
CO2? equivalent — a 100 per cent
increase from last year.

Telstra continued to make
improvements in the areas of office
recycling, paper consumption cnd
renewable energy usage.

We are investing in developing
the knowledge and skills of our
people and changing our culture
so that Telstra becomes a more
responsive, rewarding and
customer-centric place to work.
We are investing $200 million
over five years in our new
Telstra Learning Academy, which
provides education and technical
development opportunities for our
field staff and customer support
people. Our commitment to
developing the skills and
knowledge of our people, along
with new products and services,
represents an investment in

Telstra’s capacity to meet the
increasingly demanding, tailored
ond complex needs of our customers.

On 6 October 2006 we switched
on our Next G™ wireless network
which has created a poradigm shift
in relation to the way Australioms
live, work and play across the
country — and is having a positive
etfect on the lives of maony people
and communities throughout
Australia. For example, Next G™ has
allowed the Country Fire Authority
(CFA) in Victoria to provide more
responsive services to people in
need as seen during Victoria’s
devastating bushfires during
the 2006/07 summer.

Telstra maintains its commitment
to providing a Disability Equipment
Program, which enables Australicms
with a disability to access the
Standard Telephone Service
or equivalent.

Over 1.5 million Telstra customers
in Australia benefited from the
Access for Everyone package every
month cnd the total benefit provided
exceeds $200 million per annum.
Access for Everyone is a package
of telecommunications initiatives
for customers on low incomes and
includes items such as Telstra
Pensioner Discount Scheme and
Telstra Bill Assistomce Program.
